Since 2007 Barnabas has put in 358 tonnes of food. The food parcels are distributed
to churches and orphanages, currently helping up to 15,000 people each month.
But more is needed.

Despite rising prices, the cost of one food parcel is only £15 per family, that is, 50p

per family per day. Because extended families can number 9 or |0, the cost per person

is just 5p per day.

Barnabas supports a Zimbabwean ministry that
trains people in a better method of farming,
which can increase yields tenfold or more.
We also give seed for planting.

A gift of £50 per month will support one
Zimbabwean grass-roots trainer as he or she
travels from village to village teaching the new
farming method.

FAITH

The farming method combines proven scientific
principles with Christian discipleship and good
stewardship. It is not arduous or difficult, so even
children or elderly people can use it. It transforms
lives practically and spiritually. People grow in
their faith as they grow their own food.

FELLOWSHIP

The feeding programme, the farming training and
your gifts are closely linked.

This partnership first brings immediate relief to the
hungry, then trains them to become self-sufficient
so they no longer need food aid. More help is then
available for other needy communities. All this is
made possible by your support.
